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[bookmark: _GoBack]Abstract (not less than 3 lines and not more than 10 lines). The abstract should be written in Times New Roman (normal) 10 pt with 4 mm spacing between lines and with left-hand indentation of 40 mm - justified without hyphening.
1. Section heading - Arial 14 pt 
The full paper - in English - should be submitted IIPhDW 2017 webpage in camera-ready form in the DOC/DOCX and PDF format packed into a single ZIP file.
The paper shall be prepared with Microsoft Word for Windows wordprocessor.  Text should be printed on white paper sheet A4 (210 mm x 297 mm) - portrait - single column, justified. The right, left, top and bottom margins at typing area should be 25 mm. All texts, figures (including figure captions) and tables should fall within this area. Page numbering and unified headers or footers will be realised by editors.
First Name and NAME - (Times New Roman 12 pt; family NAME - CAPITAL letters) should be placed as shown above with the reference mark to information given in a footnote (Full name of Authors firm or institution, address, telephone/fax number, e-mail).
Title of paper - Arial 20 pt, 25 mm spacing from the line with the last NAME. 
Section headings - Arial 14 pt with 5 mm spacing between lines and - in addition - 5 mm spacing above and 2.5 mm below - to the first paragraph of the section. Decimal system shall be used for numbering of sections, figures, equations, tables and bibliographical references. It is recommended that all references listed at the end of the paper be referred to in the text.
The main text - Times New Roman 12 pt, 4.8 mm spacing between lines, and additional 2 mm spacing below each paragraph, justified with hyphening for 5 characters zone. 
The first line of the paragraph - with 5 mm indentation. 
Bibliography shall be referred to in the text with the number of reference in square brackets e.g. [2], [1][3]. Bibliographical references should be numbered and listed at the end of the paper in alphabetical order, (see example below).
2. Figures in the text
Figures can be prepared using a graphical processing system and saved as a file in JPEG format.

Figures should be of size ensuring that all annotations (numbers, letters and symbols) are still legible after reproducing and reducing to 82% (from A4 to B5); they must fit to printing area of the page. 
Captions to drawings should be placed below the drawing, with 5 mm spacing and 9.5 mm spacing to next paragraph, be printed with Times New Roman 10 pt.
